Alr pressure guidelines for
riding on a groomed surface

SOFT GROOMED SURFACE AND BASE
Usually dry snow with no moisture or wet snow
in above freezing temps

1-4* psi is a good range

HARD SURFACE AND BASE

If you are riding a trail that is hard-packed
with temps consistently below freezing and
you are not breaking the surface of the trail
6-8* psi is a good range

*depending of rider weight

AIR PRESSURE

MINIMUM 3.8 TIRE WIDTH
